 Property at 6454 S. Lakeshore - Steve stopped by this property to talk to the 
owner about construction being done.  The owner told Steve he was adding a 
deck only.  However, current review of the site shows a deck was added that is 
fully enclosed with windows, roof, siding, etc.  Jefferson County has inspected the 
property to find the work does not match the permits submitted to the 
County.  A 'Cease and Desist' order has been served.   

 Update on Ricotta property: 
o Numerous photos have been sent to the attorney.   
o The photos were forwarded to Jefferson County.  The file on the Ricotta 

case has been reopened based on the solid waste and camper violations.   

 Fish Update -  
o Note:  In the November notes the fish stocked to the lake were referred to as 

'Tiger 'Musky'.  Please see the information below which outlines the correct 
name of the stocked fish as 'Muskellunge'. 

o The Angler's Association along with the LTPOA stocked 175 
Muskellunge into the lake. This decision was made along side fishery 
experts and our lake management biologist. Muskellunge, often 
called musky, play an important role in maintaining a healthy lake 
ecosystem. As top predators, they help keep fish populations 
balanced by feeding primarily on weaker or overabundant fish 
species. This natural control supports a stronger, more diverse fish 
population.  While not impossible, it is highly unlikely that these fish 
will reproduce. 

 



Musky have teeth, similar to the walleye already present in our lake. 
However, muskies do not pose a significant threat to people. They 
are shy, elusive fish that typically avoid humans.  Their presence is 
often a positive sign of good water quality and a thriving aquatic 
environment. We ask that you release any musky caught while they 
get established.  The stocked Musky are currently approximately 14" 
long in size and will grow up to 45 pounds and 48" long.
